Timeline: 

• Sign up for the contest by February 16.  

• Submit all your items by March 2.  

• All participants will be notified by March 31 of their prize status for Drawing #1. 

• All participants will be notified by May 31 of their prize status for Drawing #2. 

 
Eligible Volunteers: Any active ARDMS registrant or APCA certificant who has signed the 2026 Volunteer 
Statement of Service (SoS).

• Drawing #1: Submitted Items (March) 

 1 entry: Submit 10 accepted items (minimum requirement). 

 +1 entry: The 10 items you submitted are for a high-need specialty. 
▪ APCA: Any (CBCCT, CBCMR, CBNC, ABVM-Endo, ABVM-Vasc, MSKP, or PVI) 
▪ ARDMS: Breast (BR), Fetal Echo (FE), Musculoskeletal Sonography (MSKS), or Vascular 

Technology (VT) 

 +1 entry: Submit 10 Exam Development + 10 Maintenance of Certification (MOC) accepted 
items.  

 Prizes: Three winners receive $50 Amazon gift cards. These winners will be contacted by the 
end of March. 

• Drawing #2: Accepted Items (May) 

 1 entry: At least 8 of your submitted items are approved by a clinical specialist 

 +1 entry: At least 5 of your accepted items include media (image or video). 

 Prizes: Three winners choose from gifts valued up to $500, such as an iPad, a ReMarkable 
tablet, an Oura ring, a smartwatch, earbuds, or therapetic/wellness devices. These winners 
will be announced by the end of May due to the longer item approval process.

1. Log into your volunteer portal and complete the requisite Onboarding checklist (if it was not 
completed previously.) Reach out to volunteer@inteleos.org if you have issues logging into your portal. 

2. Click on the “Calendar” dropdown, select an Exam Development or Maintenance of Certification 
calendar, and sign up for a project labeled with “Write to Win”. 

3. Complete the requisite training, if it has not been completed previously.

4. Your project manager will reach out to you within 2-3 days after completing the training (or after 
registering, if you already completed the training from a previous project). They will explain how to get 
started on writing your items and get you set up in our item development platform, Surpass. 

 

Winner Selection and Communications:  

  

Winners for Drawing #1 will be notified via their email address provided at submission confirmation by March 

31, 2026. Winners for Drawing #2 will be notified via their email address provided at submission confirmation 

by May 31, 2026. If Winner cannot be contacted, is ineligible, fails to claim the prize within 7 days from the 

time the award notification email was sent, or fails to timely return a completed and executed declaration and 

release as required, they will forfeit their prize. Participants who have not been declared winners will be 

notified and thanked for their participation via their email address on file with Inteleos.
